A place-based summer institute brings the year’s
work together as teachers further explore the content
covered in the book groups and primary source work-
shops. Teachers who have completed the 2009 - 2010
program will receive first priority for registration.

STIPENDS AND FOLLOW-UP SUPPORT

$500 stipend to teachers who participate in all
eight Book Group discussions and Primary Source
Workshops.

Stipends will be awarded after submission of relevant
lesson plan and participation in evaluation activities.

Evaluation Activities include participant surveys,

pre- and post-content test, and participant interviews.
The test is a measurement of the programs—individual
scores are not seen by project staff.

Follow-up support in the classroom will be available as
teachers implement lesson plans.
